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Bill Goodspeed Northglenn’s Longest
Serving Council Member Passes

The City of Northglenn bids farewell to former Council Member William “Bill”
Goodspeed who battled acute leukemia and deceased on Saturday, October 14, 2006. He
is survived by his wife Barbara Scholten-Goodspeed, eight children, and 10
grandchildren.

Goodspeed began his service to our community as he won his election to City
Council in November of 1983. He was sworn in on City Council in January of 1984. Due
to term limits, Goodspeed left his Council seat in January 2006. Goodspeed will be
remembered as the longest serving Councilmember in the City’s history serving a total of
22 years.

Goodspeed’s interest in local government began in the early 80’s when the City
began construction of the wastewater treatment facility. His desire in these early years
was to monitor and protect the use of public dollars as was the legacy he maintained
while serving on City Council. Goodspeed said, “As an elected official, it’s our
responsibility to make sure taxpayers dollars are spent wisely. You wouldn’t throw your
own personal money down the drain and City Council should not make decisions to
throw the public’s money away either.” It was always Goodspeed’s desire to do the right
thing for his constituency or the citizens he represented which made him popular. “In all
the year’s I’ve known Bill Goodpseed he always set politics aside and tried to do the right
thing” said constituent Dallas Briggs. “We are a much poorer City for his passing. Bill
took his position on City Council seriously and he always had a genuine respect and

concern for what he did as he represented the citizen’s of Northglenn.”



Goodspeed was also known for his patriotic spirit and love of his country. The
colors red, white and blue meant more than freedom to him. He sat on the 911
Committee, a committee established with the goal to raise the money to erect a 911
Memorial. He worked ardently over the past several years on this committee and his
dream of a 911 Memorial came to fruition and was unveiled on September 11, 2006, and
is located at 3 Community Park Road in Broomfield, Colorado. His commitment to his
country, respect for those who have made the ultimate sacrifice and respect for those who
serve our country was as deep seeded as his respect for the American flag which was
unwavering.

The community is invited to bid farewell to former Council member Bill
Goodspeed at a Memorial Mass on Thursday, October 19, at 10:00 a.m. at St. Mark’s
Catholic Church, 3141 West 96" Avenue. Interment will follow immediately at Fort

Logan National Cemetery.
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
