Rules and Regulations

1. All vendors at the City of Northglenn July 4 Family Festival shall
engage the participants with appropriate games and activities for
families and children in attendance at the event.  Duplicate activities or
games will not be allowed.  Exclusivity of activities listed in approved
applications will be based on a first-come, first-served basis,
determined by the date the application and payment are submitted to the
City.
2.  Each vendor space is 10'x10'. All activities must take
place inside this space. Additional vendor space will be subject to
availability after June 2, 2009. Additional costs may apply.
3.  No amplified music or sound will be allowed during activities or
games conducted in the booth.
4.  Spaces with access to electricity are available on a first-come, first-
served basis based on availability for an additional $20 fee.  Please
bring a minimum of 100 feet of 12 gauge! Heavy Duty" extension
cords to the event for each plug.
5. All applications will be reviewed with the best interest of the event
in mind. The City of Northglenn reserves the right to approve or
dismiss any vendor application.
6. Vendors must provide their own canopies, tables and chairs as they
will be provided.
7. Vendors may not set up earlier than 7 am.  Canopies, tables and
chairs be set-up and secured by 9 am.
8.  Booths may open to the public no earlier than 11:00 am and close no
earlier than 9:00 pm.  Booths must be managed by at least one adult (18
and over) at all times.
9. Vendors are responsible for paying their own City and State sales
tax and obtaining all necessary permits.
10. The City of Northglenn will not be responsible for any items lost or
stolen, any damages incurred, or for accidents resulting from the
operation of the booth.
11.  Booth spaces will be reserved only after full payment has been
received.
12. A will be held on Wednesday, June 3rd at
7:00 pm at the Northglenn Recreation Center. The purpose of this
meeting is to meet vendors, answer questions, provide applicable
information, etc.
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13. Final materials (parking passes, final site map, etc.) will be mailed
to each vendor ten (10) days prior to the event.

14. Vendors are allowed to drive on turf to set up or take down.
Please be prepared to transport items via dollies, etc.
