At approximately 12:02 PM, members of the Northglenn Police Department responded to a 
report of a burglary that had been interrupted at a home in the 11800 block of Spring 
Drive.  The homeowner and her 4-year old grandchild had returned home and upon 
entering the house, they were confronted by two males who had come down the stairs from 
the upper level, pushed the woman and child to the ground, and threw rugs over them. 
 
The suspects then duct taped the hands and feet of the homeowner and also the ankles of 
the 4-year old.  Both victims were told that they would be shot if they removed the covers 
from over them.   
 
The suspects continued to gather items from the home and then left the area.  The suspects 
are described as two males, early twenties, possibly Hispanic and one possibly had a gun 
and was wearing blue jeans.  The suspect vehicle that was parked in front of the residence 
when the victim drove up is described as a blue/green SUV type vehicle, possibly an 
Expedition or Explorer, and had a dirty exterior.
