The Northglenn Police Department is requesting the public’s assistance in identifying three suspects 
who committed a burglary, which occurred on July 31, 2007, at approximately 4:00 A.M.  
 
The suspects threw a rock through the glass door of the Y-Mart convenience store located at 10770 
Washington St. in Northglenn.  Video surveillance was able to capture pictures and voices of the 
suspects who entered the store and stole over $1,000.00 in cigarettes and related store merchandise.
