Northglenn Urban Renewal Authority (NURA) awards matching grants for up

to $15,000 through its Business Improvement Grant (BIG) and Business Utility
Assistance Grant (BUAG) programs to business located in a URA. BIGs are for
exterior improvements that are visible from the public right of way, while
BUAGSs are for utility upgrades. For more information or to find out if your
business is in a URA, contact Shannon Fields. A business must be in a URA to
be eligible.

SBDC Workshops To Grow Your Business

Small Business Development Center (SBDC) workshops are hands-
on interactive sessions where you get to apply new knowledge to your
small business situation. The training classes are developed and
presented by current or former successful business owners, eager to
share their knowledge to help the local business community succeed
and prosper.
